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Structure
Files must be in MS Word only and should be formatted for direct printing, using the CRC MS Word provided. Figures and tables should be embedded and not supplied separately. 
Please make sure that you use as much as possible normal fonts in your documents. Special fonts, such as fonts used in the Far East (Japanese, Chinese, Korean, etc.) may cause problems during processing. To avoid unnecessary errors you are strongly advised to use the ‘spellchecker’ function of MS Word. 
Bulleted lists may be included and should look like this:

Ensure that you return to the ‘CJ-Main_text’ style, the style that you will mainly be using for large blocks of text, when you have completed your bulleted list. 
Please do not alter the formatting and style layouts which have been set up in this template document. All the required style templates are provided in the file “MS Word Template” with the appropriate name supplied, e.g. choose CJ-Title-1st for your first order heading text, CJ-Title-2nd for your second order heading text, CJ-Abstract_text for the abstract text etc.
Tables
[bookmark: _GoBack]All tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Every table should have a caption. Headings should be placed above tables, centered. Only horizontal lines should be used within a table, to distinguish the column headings from the body of the table, and immediately above and below the table. Construction of references
References must be listed at the end of the paper. Do not begin them on a new page unless this is absolutely necessary. Authors should ensure that every reference in the text appears in the list of references and vice versa. Indicate references by (Hanraads et al. 2000) or (Strunk and White 1979, 1981; Brown 2008) in the text.
Some examples of how your references should be listed are given at the end of this template in the ‘References’ section, which will allow you to assemble your reference list according to the correct format and font size.

Please ensure that every reference cited in the text is also present in the reference list (and vice versa). 

For single author; cite references in the text by surname and year in parentheses in the text:
Example: In the past 30 years, using of the plate bending elements based on the Mindlin (1951), and Reissner (1947) theory (the first-order shear deformation theory) have interested many researchers.

For two authors, cite references in the text by surnames of two authors and year in parentheses in the text:
Example: However, more substantive support is provided by the work of Kanakubo and Shindo (1997).

For three or more than three authors, cite references in the text by the surname of first author having et al. and year in parentheses in the text:
Example: One of the early models developed on this topic is the one based on the skew-bending approach proposed by Elfgren et al. (1974), which is based on equilibrium considerations.
Section headings
Section headings should be left justified, bold, with the first letter capitalized and numbered consecutively, starting with the Introduction. Sub-section headings should be in capital and lower-case italic letters, numbered 1.1, 1.2, etc, and left justified, with second and subsequent lines indented. All headings should have a minimum of three text lines after them before a page or column break. Ensure the text area is not blank except for the last page.
General guidelines for the preparation of your text
Avoid hyphenation at the end of a line. Symbols denoting vectors and matrices should be indicated in bold type. Scalar variable names should normally be expressed using italics. Weights and measures should be expressed in SI units. All non-standard abbreviations or symbols must be defined when first mentioned, or a glossary provided.
Footnotes
Footnotes are not allowed.

Illustrations
All figures should be numbered with Arabic numerals (1, 2, 3, ….). Every figure should have a caption. All photographs, schemas, graphs and diagrams are to be referred to as figures. Line drawings should be good quality scans or true electronic output. Low-quality scans are not acceptable. Figures must be embedded into the text and not supplied separately. Lettering and symbols should be clearly defined either in the caption or in a legend provided as part of the figure. Figures should be placed after the first reference to them in the paper.
The figure number and caption should be typed below the illustration in 10 pt and centered. Artwork has no text along the side of it in the main body of the text. However, if two images fit next to each other, these may be placed next to each other to save space. For example, see Fig. 1.
· Figures will be written as Fig. 1 in the text.
· Plural figures will be written as Figs. 1 and 2 in the text.
· To identify the part of any element, it is going to be written as Fig. 1(a) in the text.
· To identify the part of any element for plural figures, it is going to be written as Figs. 1(b-c) in the text.
· Ensure that each figure has a caption.
· Captions of each figure will be placed at the bottom of each figure (bold) and will be shown as following.
